COMBUSTIBLE LIQUIDS

29CFR 1910.106 OSHA Combustible Liquids

Combustible Liquid: any liquid having a flashpoint at or above 100 degree F (37.8 C). 
Two classes of combustible liquids: 

1. Class II liquids include those with flashpoints at or above 100 degree Fahrenheit and below 140 degrees F (60 degree Centigrade), except any mixture having components with flashpoints of 200 F (93C) or higher, the total volume of which make up 99% or more of the total volume of the mixture. 
2. Class III: liquids with flashpoints at or above 140 degrees F (60 C) and these are divided into two subclasses. 

· Class III A: liquids with flashpoints at or above 140 F (60 C)and below 200 F (93.3 C), except
